* NOTE: If we do have the opportunity to work on projects requiring physical labor, be aware that the terrain around the
parish is steep and rocky. The surfaces are uneven and can be slippery. Sturdy shoes are necessary. Sanitary facilities at some
of the work sites are rudimentary.

* NOTE: By submitting an application you agree to attend four (4) 90 minute orientation sessions during the 90 days prior to
departure. Every effort is made to accommodate individual needs in scheduling the sessions. Conditions may be challenging
and the meetings and stated guidance are intended to support missioners to make informed decisions as they prepare for the
mission.

* NOTE: All applicants are strongly encouraged to attend a 60 minute general information presentation in late January.

I am interested in joining the Mission Team from St. Francis of Assisi Parish as they travel to Lima, Peru to visit
the people with whom our parish has become "partners in faith”. 1 will be available to travel between June 22
(depart) and July 1 (return) and will remain with the team while in Peru.

I understand that, as soon as practical after receiving my application, someone from the Sister Parish Committee
will notify me of my acceptance to membership on the 2019 mission team. If the number of applications exceeds
openings, the date of receipt of the application and deposit will be a factor in prioritizing applicants. Parishioners
who have not been on a previous Mission to Peru will have priority over those who have already made the journey.

Applications are due by January 14, 2019. A refundable deposit of $100 must accompany your application. If
your application is accepted, the $1650 balance is due not later than January 31, 2019.
